This means 
appeals must be received in the Planning Department by 5:00 p.m. on March 19, 2010; otherwise, the appeal 
is not timely and will not be considered. Appeals should be submitted in the form of one (1) original and 
fourteen (14) copies. If copies are not provided, the Planning Department will make the copies at a cost of 50 
cents per page billed to the submitter. The decision on this application will not be final until the period for filing 
an appeal has expired. Pursuant to Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS) 197.830, the decision cannot be appealed 
directly to the Land Use Board of Appeals.
